Kemnal Technology College Staff Lead in e-Learning

Praised in the press recently by David Miliband (Minister of State for Education) for its successful and innovative approach to raising the levels of boys’ achievement, the staff of Kemnal were selected to attend a one week training course at Macquarie University in Sydney, Australia.  The training was on a software programme called LAMS, which improves thinking skills and can be used across all subjects and age groups.

Macquarie University expected key staff, as well as the Principal, John Atkins, to attend. The team of seven, used their recent half-term holiday to gain final accreditation to enable them to train other staff in the use of LAMS. Kemnal was also awarded a “Centre of Excellence” award.

The staff of Kemnal Technology College will now train staff in twelve schools across the country and Oxford University, who will then become training centres in their own right. Kemnal will also give basic training to a further 100 schools nationwide.
